The Commissioners’ meeting was called to order in their meeting room at 9:00 a.m. All members were present. Mike Manus led the flag salute. Karen Skoog offered the invocation.

The Board discussed language in the personnel policy regarding on-call status, the weapons policy and a request made by the Weed Control Board. Motion was made by K. Skoog to approve the request to hire David Dumaw as a Seasonal Field Inspector. Motion was seconded by S. Kiss. Motion carried. 

The Board also discussed roads and the upcoming NEWC meeting.

Public Hearing – Vacation of Landfill Road. Present were Public Works Director Sam Castro and County Engineer Don Ramsey. The hearing was opened and the notice was read. S. Castro reviewed the Engineer’s report recommending the vacation of the road. D. Ramsey provided a statement regarding findings on use and benefit. There being no further comments, the hearing was closed.

Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife Coordination Meeting – Present were WDFW Region I Regional Director Steve Pozzanghera, WDFW Wolf Policy Lead Donny Martorello, county resident Kelly Driver and county resident Tim Ibbetson. The group discussed Coordination and the Pend Oreille County Resolution regarding wolves. Meeting points of consideration were as follows:

· Collaring of wolves on private property and updating the map: Discussion items included prioritizing packs to be collared based on existing collar in the pack, interactions with livestock and identification of a new pack; the method of collaring an entire pack including the goal to maintain one or two active collars per pack; the Carpenter Ridge Pack; accurate mapping, tracking difficulties with packs disbursing in all directions and trapping in a known active area. 
· Map data of Idaho wolves crossing into Washington State: Discussion items included communication with Idaho and Oregon regarding transient wolves’ collar data.
· Providing collar data to county government, producers and to individuals who feel threatened by wolf activity: Discussion items included the Blackout period in which wolves are denning; the impact on livestock, producers and wildlife; the process to request collar data through a distribution list; and, a commitment to share data with producers.
· Contact procedure with the Sheriff’s office in the occurrence of an incident: Discussion items included a notification system and cooperation with local law enforcement following an incident or depredation. delisting guidelines and the explanation of ‘breeding pairs’. 
 
Additional items discussed included delisting guidelines, the explanation of breeding pairs, running problem animals with hounds and an update on the lethal protocol.

S. Castro discussed the one bid received to provide real estate services for the Indian Creek Culvert Elimination Project. Following the recommendation, motion was made by S. Kiss to award the bid to Epic Land Solutions, Inc. of Spokane in an amount not to exceed $68,180.74. Motion was seconded by M. Manus. Motion carried.
