S. Castro reviewed with the Board the two bids received for the Westside Calispel Culvert Replacement and recommended awarding the bid to Versatile Industries in the amount of $28,500.00 plus tax. Motion was made by K. Skoog to award the bid to Versatile Industries for culvert replacement on Westside Calispel. Motion was seconded by S. Kiss. Motion carried unanimously.

Update items included: 
· Buildings & Grounds – Discussion included the jail cameras, the jail security fence process, the safety inspection at the fairgrounds, the HVAC replacement, the elevator replacement, and a proposal to contract with Roto Rooter.
· Solid Waste – Discussion included the Usk transfer station operating schedule, an exposure incident, and the landfill closure process.
· Roads – Discussion included surveying the Northshore project, bridge inspections, striping progress, paving completion, vegetation control, and State Motor Vehicle Fuel Tax allocations.

S. Kiss mentioned concerns and exhibited samples of the gravel used in the recent chip seal project. 

S. Castro discussed a draft letter for the residents at Diamond Acres Estates regarding a road improvement district and a report of an illegal dump site.
