Public Works Workshop – Present were Public Works Director Sam Castro, Solid Waste Coordinator Amanda Griesemer, Clean Harbors Environmental Consultant Mark Hayes, Sheriff Alan Botzheim, and Jail Captain Geoff Rusho.  Financial Manager Jill Shacklett joined the meeting in progress.

· Sheriff’s 40 x 60 Shop - Discussion included the project scope and progress, soliciting bids through the Small Works roster, intended completion for the end of November, projected funding amount, power issues, and moving the existing fence. · Solid Waste - M. Hayes discussed the collection of household hazardous waste, the impacts resulting from cuts to CPG funding and the costs of collection. M. Hayes was excused following the discussion.

· Northshore Diamond Lake Culvert – Transportation Technical Specialist Jonathan Mason, Senior Design & Construction Engineer George Luft, Surveyor Eric Roth, and Engineering Technicians Mike Kirkwood and Gursimran Singh joined the meeting. J. Mason provided a presentation on the elevation of water through monitoring, identification of types of soils suitable for drainage, a soil survey map, and predicting ground water flow.

· Rustler’s Gulch Equestrian Trail – G. Singh provided a presentation on the project information including the location, construction commencement of the non-motorized trail, permitting, trail features, and funding.

Kiss to begin the process in reducing the Household Hazardous Waste/Recycling Coordinator from full time to 2/5 time. Motion was seconded by K. Skoog. Motion carried with M. Manus abstaining from the vote.

Topics discussed included an update on Mountain Meadows, mud slide clean-up, road crew participation in the safety video, bridge inspections, survey of Fertile Valley, scheduling of hazard tree removal, the Tribe’s donation of defibrillators, plan review timelines, CPG funding cuts, State Department of Health inspection of Deer Valley transfer station, and modification of interlocal agreements regarding the updated Solid Waste Management Plan.
