Hunt, M. Nichols, T. Miller, T. Ownbey, J. Shacklett, J. McCroskey, Newport Miner Reporter Sophia Aldous, a representative from KXLY, and approximately 30 members of the public in and outside of the meeting room.

The Board conducted a workshop to discuss legislative priorities. 
· M. Manus and K. Skoog spoke about Washington Association of Counties’ priorities including Indigent Defense, the Hirst decision, funding for Foundational Public Health, the impact of the statewide property tax increase, SRS funding, and health integration. M. Manus was excused at 10:30 a.m. to attend a Better Health Together meeting in Spokane.
· T. Ownbey, current President of Washington Association of County Officials (WACO), will forward priorities list to the legislators at the end of November following the county convention, but addressed the cleanup of RCWs pertaining to satisfaction of lien removal, destruction of court exhibits, and dockets.
· M. Nichols reviewed the priorities from the Auditor’s group including standardization for consistency in recording documents, write-in candidate declaration, the 3-day waiting period for marriage licenses, allowing Auditors to officiate marriages, partisan versus non-partisan races, request for the state to pay for even-year elections, voter pre-registration for teens, pre-paid postage bill for elections, ballot protection, voter registration, and recording fees.
· D. Hunt addressed prosecutor concerns including costs for incarceration, bed space for mental health services, and video court services.
· T. Miller stated she would forward to the legislators in the same time frame as T. Ownbey, but asserted the need for an improvement to the tax system and requested the state inform the taxpayers of the impacts of the McCleary decision. 
· J. McCroskey also spoke of the school funding concern regarding getting information to the taxpayers following the McCleary decision and discussed forest excise tax.
· S. Kiss addressed the concern with problem cougars in North Pend Oreille County and the potential impacts resulting from the loss of CPG funding.
· S. Short announced her position on the Hirst decision and spoke about healthcare issues regarding insurance benefits managers.
· J. Maycumber discussed bills regarding Hirst and an environmental manufacturing bill holding the state to the same standards as local governments.

The elected officials and legislators were excused as members of the public spontaneously commented about HiTest. K. Skoog and S. Kiss remained in the meeting room to visit with concerned citizens of the area.
