A proposed timeline was discussed regarding the planned stream restoration and recreation improvements including footbridges, a picnic pavilion, and open campsites.

· Sullivan Creek Recreation Sites – This project will provide a broad treatment to address hydrologic aquatic issues. Proposed amenities such as fire rings, bear boxes and restrooms may be provided through the implementation of camping fees.

· Harvey Creek Watershed Restoration -This tributary to Sullivan Lake is labeled as a priority watershed. This project includes stream restoration, road treatments, culvert replacements, hydrologic stabilization, and shoreline erosion.

· The “Sullivan Strategy” – Topics discussed included recreation and facilities, day use, the Pacific Northwest Trail, a listing of potential partners, Sullivan Lake erosion, and future potential projects including boat and swim dock improvements and a dump station. 
· Pioneer Park – No Name Lake campground feedback has been requested by USFS and PUD.

· Box Canyon Erosion Sites – This project includes Sullivan Creek bank stabilization and stream restoration

The group also discussed recreation opportunities and tourism in the area.
