Public Works Update – Present were Public Works Director Sam Castro, Road District Supervisor Dan Reijonen, Solid Waste Coordinator Amanda Griesemer, and Mr. & Mrs. Nichols.

S. Castro reviewed the agreement for road and bridge sweeping with Transblue in the amount of $5,473.60. D. Reijonen identified roads and bridges to be included.

S. Castro and D. Reijonen spoke about road restrictions.

County Engineer Don Ramsey joined the meeting and discussion began regarding Budinger’s report on the LeClerc slide area. The Nichols’ submitted a letter to the group and spoke about the LeClerc slide area in relation to their home. They requested future reports the county receives from the engineer, to be reimbursed for costs incurred to put in the trench, and for the Board to consider budgeting for repairs. Following the slide discussion, the Nichols’ and D. Reijonen left the meeting.

S. Castro discussed funding availability for road projects, metal recycling, a possible FEMA reimbursement, and the process of grant submittal through the USFS.

The group discussed collection of the $500 fee, grant application, potential to revise the clause regarding recording, a trust water agreement, and prioritization of water projects which must show a net ecological benefit.
