The meeting of the Pend Oreille County Board of Commissioners was called to order at 9:15 a.m. in their meeting room. Present were Chair Stephen Kiss, Vice Chair Mike Manus, Commissioner Karen Skoog, and Clerk of the Board Rhonda Cary.

The Board convened in executive session regarding a complaint brought against a public employee pursuant to RCW 42.30.110(1)(f) for 15 minutes from 9:17 a.m. to 9:32 a.m. Also present was Teamsters Business Agent Taj Wilkerson.

Economic Development Director Jamie Wyrobek was present to discuss the Opportunity Zone Designation. Also present were City of Newport Administrator Ray King, EDC volunteer Dan Erbling, county residents Roger Castle, Bob Eugene, Gretchen Koenig, Anne James, and two other attendees.

J. Wyrobek defined the opportunity zone qualifications and discussed the five eligible census tracts in Pend Oreille County. She further announced that the Economic Development Council had identified tract numbers 3 and 5 as having the most potential for economic growth and that the Kalispel Tribe would be nominating tract number 2. Maps of the tract locations were displayed from the following link: http://www.commerce.wa.gov/growing-the-economy/opportunity-zones. The group discussed a comparison of the tracts and existing infrastructure. A few of those in attendance were permitted to speak regarding zone selection.

Motion was made by K. Skoog to select zone 5 (Tract FIPS 53051970500). Motion was seconded by M. Manus. Motion carried unanimously.

Motion was made by M. Manus to sign the support letter for the opportunity zone and the ADO designation of tract 5. Motion was seconded by K. Skoog. Motion carried unanimously.

Topics discussed included Facebook, the update to the purchasing policy, managed care provider agreements, and a review of pending contracts.

The Board convened in executive session regarding a complaint brought against a public employee pursuant to RCW 42.30.110(1)(f) for 15 minutes from 3:04 p.m. to 3:19 p.m. Also present was D. Hunt.

Attorney Norman Semanko was present to provide a report on behalf of his client, Citizens Against Newport Silicon Smelter (CANSS). Also present were D. Hunt, Newport Miner News Editor Don Gronning, and citizens from Pend Oreille County, Bonner County in Idaho, and possibly other local areas: B. Eugene, Sheryl Miller, P. Kardos, Ted Kardos, C. Lamberson, R. Castle, Denise Teeples, Michael Naylor, Gretchen Koenig, A. James, and 18 others.

N. Semanko spoke about his background, the non-profit group he represents, the land involved for the proposed project including the sale, permitted use, and access. He also spoke about HiTest’s registration to do business in the state, water issues, and environmental compliance.

R. Castle spoke about the Opportunity Zone. A. James asked for clarification on public comment for the Opportunity Zone designation. R. Johnson-Wehrung identified herself as a resident of the Diamond Lake area and asked about the boundaries of zone 5. J. Howell stated her interest in hearing from the former mayor of Moses Lake. T. Morgan stated the impacts of the Opportunity Zone designation had not been explained to those living in that area. A few others in attendance spoke at will.

WSU Extension Development Agent Mike Jensen was present for an update. Also present was A. Payne. Topics discussed included 4-H Super Saturday, the Voluntary Stewardship Program work group, reassignment to Community and Economic Development, bear awareness trainings, and the greenhouse.

Fire District 6 Interim Chief was present to provide an overview of a proposed building at the fire station and has requested permission to employ county forces. Also present were Craig and Diane Shantz with Fire District 6.

Public Works Director Sam Castro was present for a roundtable discussion. Also present were County Engineer Don Ramsey, Fire District 6 Interim Chief, C. Shantz, D. Shantz, and B. Eugene.

S. Castro discussed an extension request by the sheriff 40 x 60 shop due to road restrictions. The group discussed the Fire District 6 proposal for the assistance in the construction of a building as well as maintenance of equipment. The Board was favorable to assisting the Fire District and was in consensus that S. Castro discuss the proposal with the Auditor. The representatives from Fire District 6 exited following the discussion.

The discussion regarding a potential funding source regarding the BIA has been tabled pending legal review.

The roundtable discussion continued regarding Corps of Engineers permits, SRFB project requests by the Forest Service, current road restrictions, the notices to proceed for the Indian Creek and Sullivan Lake projects, a recommendation to reduce the speed limit in the construction zone, constituent concerns regarding bridge replacement and road closures, and funding for the elevator. K. Skoog will follow up with the state legislators regarding possible emergency funding.

S. Castro continued the discussion about a force main break at the fairgrounds, the Bear Defenders fence project at the Usk station, attendance at the pre-construction meeting for the Fertile Valley project, and a request for a member of the board to participate on the Solid Waste Advisory Committee – in which S. Kiss volunteered service. 

Further topics discussed included the progress of the equestrian trail project, an agreement with WSU regarding use of the greenhouse area, grant applications for the replacement of Cedar Creek bridge and Rocky Creek culvert, and a meeting with a constituent regarding the Indian Creek project.

Motion was made by M. Manus to approve the Chair to sign a memo regarding Sullivan Lake. Motion was seconded by K. Skoog. Motion carried unanimously.

County resident Dan Wight was present to discuss his interest in serving on the Planning Commission. Also present were B. Eugene and S. Aldous.

The Board discussed the two applicants for the vacant position on the Planning Commission. Motion was made by K. Skoog to appoint Jean Hines to the Planning Commission for district 2. Motion was seconded by M. Manus. Motion carried unanimously.
