The update continued with discussion regarding the communication with the Town of Cusick regarding a sewer line leak near the fairgrounds, repair of the elevator, the direction of the Buildings and Grounds department, and a request for an Assistant Director.

S. Shanholtzer, J. Batie, and B. Eggleston left the meeting.

S. Castro provided an update on the costs associated with the Sheriff’s building project. The Board was in agreement that the contractor communicate directly with the Chair regarding the proposed increase.
