The meeting of the Pend Oreille County Board of Commissioners was called to order at 9:05 a.m. in their meeting room. Present were Chair Stephen Kiss, Vice-Chair Mike Manus, Commissioner Karen Skoog, and Clerk of the Board Rhonda Cary. M. Manus offered the invocation. K. Skoog led the flag salute.

Rural Resources Governing Board Chair Ken Smith stopped in to speak about the upcoming meeting.

Community Development Director Greg Snow was present to speak about the proposed Eagle Scout project for a kiosk at the County Park. Also present was local resident Tracy Morgan. The Parks Board has approved the project in the amount of $800, The Board reviewed the pricing of materials and a scale model of the kiosk. Motion was made by M. Manus to approve the project. Motion was seconded by K. Skoog. Motion carried unanimously.

S. Kiss asked about a permit for a stair lift.

Human Resources Manager Spencer Shanholtzer requested an executive session regarding the performance of a public employee pursuant to RCW 42.30.110(1)(g) for 30 minutes from 11:00 a.m. to 11:30 a.m. Also present were Public Defenders F. Hearing – Development Regulation Amendments. Those in attendance included G. Snow, Newport Miner Reporter Sophia Aldous and members of the public including Bob Eugene, Mike Lithgow, Dean Yongue, Denise Teeples, Sheryl Miller, Steve McConnell, T. Hiesener, Michael Naylor, Roger Castle, Anne James, Gretchen Koenig, T. Morgan, Kathryn Galbreath, Tamara Owens, Jennifer Van Daele, and 6 others who did not sign in. The hearing was opened and the notice was read. M. Manus announced the guidelines for the hearing. G. Snow provided a background regarding the process which began with recommendations by the county consultant, revised by the Planning Commission, and modified by the county land use attorney to reflect the implementation of a Hearings Examiner. Following the review and comparison of the charts from Exhibits A, C, and D, G. Snow recommended the Board adopt the Amendments as outlined in Exhibit D. The hearing was opened for public comment. B. Eugene suggested recommendations and submitted written testimony. M. Lithgow submitted written comments on behalf of the Kalispel Tribe of Indians and also provided comment regarding proposed changes and locations of future hearings. G. Koenig and T. Morgan had questions regarding the approval process and M. Naylor requested public notices on the county website. With no further comments the hearing was closed. The Board will continue its discussions on the subject at 3:00 p.m. Tuesday, May 1.

Don Hill and Albert Pool from Sacheen Lake Association were present to request a no wake on Sacheen Lake. Also present was S. Aldous. The group reviewed the current data regarding lake levels.

Motion was made by K. Skoog to impose a temporary no wake on Sacheen Lake. Motion was seconded by M. Manus. Motion carried unanimously.

ITS Director Mark Lemen and Emergency Management Director JoAnn Boggs were present to discuss the County’s use of Facebook. Also present was A. Botzheim. The group discussed the benefits of social media in providing information and the disadvantages in monitoring incoming comments. Also discussed were alternatives to relaying information to the public especially from Emergency Management.

The Board convened a workshop to discuss elevator funding options. Present were Public Works Director Sam Castro, Risk Manager Teresa Brooks, Financial Manager Jill Shacklett, McKinstry Account Executive Kyle McFarlane and by telephone conference call Senator Shelly Short and Washington Trust for Historic Preservation Executive Director Chris Moore. Treasurer Terri Miller joined the workshop in progress.

S. Castro provided an overview of the courthouse elevator and the previously submitted grant application which was not awarded. C. Moore reviewed the process for the grant application and discussed the Heritage Capital Projects Grant as an option. K. McFarlane spoke about options McKinstry could provide as an Energy Service Company (ESCO). Replacement of the elevator is estimated to cost $175,000. S. Short spoke about options regarding member sponsored projects.

C. Moore and S. Short were excused from the workshop.

The group discussed funding options, the specifics of the original grant application, a plan for elevator replacement, the Department of Enterprise Services (DES) Energy Program, and match funding.

G. Snow was present to continue discussion with the Board regarding Development Regulation Amendments. Also present were S. Castro, S. Aldous, B. Eugene, T. Heisener, S. Miller, D. Teeples, G. Koenig, Carol Lamberson, and 3 other members of the public. Discussion included costs for a Hearings Examiner, consideration of public comments from the hearings, boundary line adjustments, reclassification of certain permits, and conditional use permits.

S. Shanholtzer and S. Castro were present to discuss the Road Union unit. Also present was G. Snow. The group reviewed a document drafted by the union to extend the expiration date of the current bargaining agreement. Motion was made by K. Skoog to sign the MOU between local 1135-P and Pend Oreille County. Motion was seconded by M. Manus. Motion carried unanimously.
