· 2 companies applied (one provided both services and the other provided only Community Inclusion)
· The company providing both backed out
· Providing only Community Inclusion won’t sustain the DD program
· The County Commissioners have agreed to fund the program using reserve funds for several months until an FTE can be found.
· If we cannot sustain the program or subcontract, the state will put out a RFQ and try to serve the county.

· A notification letter went out to all active DD clients regarding the state of the DD program.
