· Pend Oreille terminated the State contract
· Brian Nichols and Nicole Luppens shared that Spokane County has agreed to assume the State contract to provide services in Pend Oreille County.  Brian is the Developmental Disabilities Program Manager for Spokane.   
· They will subcontract with providers, this may include an RFQ for Community Inclusion services
· Many of Spokane providers are CARF accredited.   This may allow services to Pend Oreille residents who have historically not been served by Counseling Services because these individuals were involved with the Department of Vocational Rehabilitation (DCR). DVR requires CARF accreditation, which has been cost prohibitive for Counseling Services.
· Transition students
· Brian shared the possibility of shared dollars for Community Info Ed and Training.
· Spokane’s service target start date anticipated to be July 1, 2019
·  Brian shared he is willing to present to County Commissioners, if there is an interest.
