Review of Minutes from August 2019:  Minutes were reviewed, Brian Nichols requested a correction regarding the Bridge Program which is only available in Spokane right now. Judy approved, and Mary seconded the motion with the correction. 

OLD BUSINESS:
· David would still like to have a Board meeting in the North county.
· Currently only 3 active members – Susan Eggleston agreed to be on the board.
· It was mentioned by several community members that in years past, Counseling Services supported individuals with DD meeting as a group to do social activities.   This is missed as DD clients no longer have opportunity to be together as a group and don’t see each other very often.
· This practice was changed (2008) as social activities were not a covered service in the County contract with the State.  Contract was only for Community Access and Individual Employment services.
· There are considerable changes to DD funding
· Community Access changed to Community Inclusion
· Community Inclusion services promotes integration of individuals with developmental disabilities into mainstream community. Services support clients in developing relationships, skills and community connections, as independently as possible.
· There are respite services available in the State, but this is a challenging resource to find in rural communities; Pend Oreille currently does not have respite providers.
· Contracted services could cover staffing but would not cover the cost of an event. 
· It was suggested to have a monthly potluck.
· Resource Fair Update (Spokane County hosted on October 30th)
· We have one agency providing employment.
· No agencies have agreed to provide inclusion – 3 have inquired
· Spokane County will be meeting later this week
· Families felt there was lack of advertising
· Suggest putting flyers at local businesses
· Spokane County is looking to host another fair in the Spring.

SPOKANE COUNTY UPDATE:
· Day respite would come from DDA, not the county
· Transportation is an issue – if it’s a waiver service then DDA (not the county) can pay a contracted provider for transportation to and from
· Spokane County suggested a meeting with parents and DD clients.
· Legislatures set the budget for social services.
· Steve Kiss, County Commissioner, recommended drafting a letter for the commissioners to present to the legislature.
· Spokane County Parents Coalition
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· Parent to Parent 
· Working to cover our area
· Several counties have pledged money
· Push back will be serving groups for social and recreational activities.

ADVISORY COUNCIL BOARD: 
· Advisory Board can plan social/recreational activities – they don’t need DDA or Spokane County permission, but costs of such activities is not covered.  
· Discussed hosting a community family event with resources and to provide social understanding
· Spokane County can use education funds to help organize a family info night with dinner.
